1. Loud and Quiet Verse-  After repeating the verse, a couple of times, use your hand to indicate how soft or loud the verse will be said. When your hand is low to the ground kids will say the verse quietly. When your hand is up high the kids will say the verse loudly. Choose a few children to come up front to direct the class on how loud or soft to say the verse. 

2. Crazy Colors- Take turns asking the children their favorite colors. Everyone who is wearing that color must stand up and say the verse. Make it even more fun by having the children crouch down and slowly grow by standing and reaching up as they say the verse together. 

3. Hot or Cold Verse- After repeating the verse a few times. Choose one child to stand in the back of the room and close their eyes. The teacher or a child hides an object somewhere in the room. The class says the verse quietly when the child is far away from the object and loud when the child is close to the object. 

4. The Disguised Voice- After saying the verse, a couple of times invite one student to come up front with their back facing the other students. Choose one student who will say the reference at the end of the verse in a disguised voice. The whole class says the verse together then ask the student up front to guess who they think said the reference in the funny voice. Teachers may want to give examples of funny voices the kids can use. If the class size is larger call several students to come up front and pick a couple of students to say the reference in a funny voice. 

5. Clap a Word- Have the class say the verse a couple of times. Choose a child to come up and pick a word. Every time the class comes to that word they must clap. (You can assign other motions instead of clapping)

6. Cover Up Repeat the verse a few times. Cover up a word or phrase with a sticky note. Repeat verse again. Keep covering up words until most of the verse is covered. You can pick a child to cover up the word. 

7. Put the Word in Order Challenge- Say the verse a few times with the class. Divide the class into two or three teams. Give each team cards with the phrase of the verse written on it. When the teacher says “go” the teams must try put the phrases in the correct order. The team who can put the verse together in the correct order is the winner. They can receive a treat. 

8. Find the Verse- After repeating the verse a few times divide the class into two or three teams. Have the words or phrase of the verse written out on cards. Make two or three set on different color cards. Assign each team a color. (Example: Team one can be blue. Team 2 can be red) 
Hide the card around the room or outside. Each team must find their colored cards and bring them back to their table. They must put their cards in the correct order. They are allowed to use the Bible to help them. The team who puts the verse together first is the winner. 




9. Hot Potato- Have children form a circle. Give one child a bean bag or other small object, start playing the verse song, “By Grace” as the they pass the bean bag around the circle. When you pause the music, the person holding the bean bag says the next word in the verse song. Restart the verse song and resuming passing the bean bag and singing the song. 

10. First Letter- A child chooses a beginning letter of a word in the verse. They choose an action the whole class must do when they get to a word that starts with that letter. 

11. Exploding Balloon Verse- Write or type the Bible verse on a sheet of paper. Cut the words or phrases apart. Carefully roll or fold each word up and insert it into a balloon opening. Blow up the balloons and tie them. Place the balloons in a mixed-up pile. Have your children pop the balloons, get the words, and put them in order. For a larger class divide the children into several teams. Provide each team with their own colored balloon. They must work as a team to pop the balloons and put the words or phrases in the correct order. The team who puts the verse together first is the winner. 

12. Disappearing verse-  Write or type the Bible verse onto a sheet of paper. Cut the words apart. Tape the words to a wall or table. Have class say the verse out loud, then remove one word. Have the class say the verse again, seeing if they can remember the missing word.  Take away another word. Repeat, until all the words are gone, and the class is saying the verse from memory.

13. Verse Catch- All you need for this game is a ball. Say one phrase of the verse. Have the class repeat the phrase with you. Then, pass or toss a ball around circle. As you pass the ball, say one word of the phrase. You can have the verse written on a larger poster or on a white board and use a pointer to let the class know the next word. Repeat the verse until the class can say the verse without looking. 


14. Discover the Verse-  Write each word of the verse on a single paper plate. Before introducing the verse, let the kids discover it on their own. Pass out single plates to children in the group and ask them to come up to the front of the classroom. Make sure you include a few older children who can provide leadership in the activity. Do not announce the verse, just let them line up in the order you’ve passed out the plates. For some extra fun and mystery tape the paper plates to children’s back. Invite a couple of children to come up and put the verse in the correct order. The children with the paper plates on their backs can guess what word or phrase is written on their plate. 

15. Crazy Stand Up- With all whole class sitting down call on children to stand up and say the verse. Whoever is wearing red (or any color) stand up and say the verse. Whoever has a dog stand up and say the verse. Whoever like ice cream stand up and say the verse. Whoever is in the third grade stand up and say the verse. If you have ever been on a roller coaster. If you ever played soccer before.  

16. Verse Ball Throw- After repeating the verse a few times as a class, divide children into two teams. Each team gets a basket, and each team member gets a small ball. When the teacher says “go”, they must be the first team to get their balls in their basket. When their ball makes it into the basket the whole team must say the verse together. (This works best for shorter verses or just have them say the first half of the verse.) 
Variation: Have the words to the verse written on the team members balls. After they have made all their balls in, the team must put the balls with the words on them in the correct order. Then the whole team says the verse in their loudest voice. The team who can do this first is the winner.
