Your priorities not only reveal what matters most in your life to others, but they can
also reflect your commitment to the Lord. Matthew 6:33 says to “seek ye first the
kingdom of God,” and a great way to do that is by considering Christian Youth in
Action this summer.

AN EXCITED PRINCIPAL A HEART FOR SF
Last year, we reached 1,606 
kids in our chapter with the 
Gospel. It’s exciting to watch 
God work through our staff
 and volunteers to do the 
extraordinary. But 1,606 kids
 does not represent every 
child in our chapter. Our 
vision as a ministry is that 
“every child” would be reached 
with the Gospel. Every child is important to God. It’s Jesus’
Perfect Vision that “not one of these little ones shall
perish.” We must increase our capacity to reach more
children in our chapter. The harvest truly is plentiful, and
we must be positioned to respond to this urgent spiritual
crisis.

As the director of CEF Silicon Valley, my heart has been
burdened for children in San Francisco.  Even though the
city is only 46.9 square miles in land, it is the 2nd most
densely populated major US city. We have children from
the wealthy area to the Tenderloin district within the 7x7
mile.  San Francisco also has the smallest Christian
population in Silicon Valley. Only 2% profess to be Bible-
believing evangelical Christians. As much as I enjoy driving
up and down the Bay Area to launch ministries in San
Francisco, it is not a sustainable way to reach more
children. I’ve been praying that the Lord will send us
someone whose heart beats for the lost children in the city. 

To hire a full-time ministry coordinator who lives in San
Francisco to promote and expand CEF ministry, we will
need $50k for 6 months. This will cover all the travel
expenses, including the promotion, recruitment, and
establishment of Good News Clubs. It will also cover all the
training as we build up our new ministry coordinator to
oversee CEF in San Francisco. With a new ministry
coordinator, 

I believe we will be able to reach 200 more children in 5
new Good News Clubs in the next year. 

It is our desire that we could send people who have been
called by God to go and to preach the Gospel to kids in our
communities, so that children can hear about Jesus, they
can believe in Him, call on Him, and have their eternal life
secure in Him. I pray that you will choose to partner with
us tonight so that we can raise a generation that knows
and believes in the good news. 

One of our After School Good News Club has gone
through some ups and downs.  We prayed over the years
for the different obstacles and witnessed God at work in
miraculous ways as we continue to hold clubs on-site.
This school has experienced several principals due to a
variety of challenges in the last several years.  When we
met with the new principal, who requested a meeting
before approving the facility usage, I was surprised at
how friendly and encouraging he was about having Good
News Club return to his school. 
 
One of the club volunteers, who is also a teacher at the
school, sent this report to us:

Our principal Mr. J came by on 2/7 and stayed with us for
about 10 mins. This is the comment he made today at our
staff meeting: “I’m a spiritual person too. I appreciate you
for coordinating and making the Good News Club happen
at our school. I feel a lot of positive energy in the
classroom, and all children behave well in the club.” I told
him that the GNC teachers contribute everything in
lesson planning. They are also the ones who make the
lessons fun! Thank you Jesus for moving the principal’s
heart to support us! 

Let’s pray for more children to join the Good News Clubs
in Silicon Valley!
